
Memorandum of Understanding between River Parishes Community College 
and its 

Local Law Enforcement Partners & Local District Attorney 

Act 172 ofthe 2015 Regular Session of the Louisiana Legislature and Act 472 ofthe 2021 
Regular Session ofthe l-ouisiana Legislarure require that all public institutions ofhigher 
education enter into memorandum ofagreement with local law enforcemenl agencies to clearly 
dclineatc thc rcsponsibilities and share information, in accordance with applicable state and 
federal confidentiality laws. regarding sexuatly-oriented criminal offenses, including trends 
occurring against students at institutions ofhigher education. prior collaborations among the 
dillerent agencies, until this time, have been informal and unw tten arrangements. With 
signatures to this MOU, all representatives are demonstrating a commitment to the requiremcnts 
of Acts I 72 atd 472. 

The responsibilities ofthe local law enforcement agencies and the local districl aftomey are 

L Maintain communication and contact with RPCC to the extcnt they are able without 
hampering or jeopardizing their own investigation, including meering with the RpCC 
security persormel to assist that institution in resolving sexually-oriented criminal 
offenses that may have occurred on its campuses or involved a student as a victim or an 
accused, and to promote the proper methods ofpreservation of evidence. 

2. Notifo RPCC, to the extent they are able with respect to any confidentiality requirements, 
of any report ofa sexually oriented criminal offense that may have occurred on its 
campuses or involved a studenl as a victim or an accused. 

3. Coordinate investigations, to the cxtcnt that they are able withoul hampering or 
jeopardizing their own investigation, to assure that any reported incident involving 
sexua y oriented criminal offenses that may have occurrcd on their campuscs or involved 
a student as a victim or an accused is fully investigated.

4. Assist in the development and implementation of training for the institution for sharing 
infonnalion and conducting investigations into sexually oriented criminal offenses that 
may occur on ils campuses or involve a student as a victim or an accused. 

5, Share general information about sexually oriented criminal offenses that may have 
occurred on its ca,r':puses or involved a student as a victim or an accused in order to 
improve campus safety. 

6. Include information on its police report regarding the status ofan atleged victim as a 
sludent at an RPCC campus. 

The responsibilities of River Parishes Community College are 

L Maintain communication and contact with local law enforcement agencics and the locai 
district attomey's office to the extent that it is able without hampering orjeopardizing 
their own investigation to assist the institution in resolving sexually oriented criminal 
offenscs that may have occurred on its campuses or involved a student as a victim or an 

accused and to promote the proper methods of preservation ofevidence. 



2. Notily local law enforcement agencies and local district attomey,s oflice, to the extent it 
is able with respect to any confidentiality requirements, ofany report ofa sexually 
oriented criminal offense lhat may have occurred on its campuses or involved a sludent as 
a victim or an accused. 

3. (loordinate investigations, to the extent that it is able, to assure that any reported incident 
involving sexually oriented criminal offenses that may have occurred on its campuses or 
involved a studenl or an accused is fully investigated.

4. Assisl in the development and implementation of rraining for the institution for sharing 
iniormation and conducting investigations into sexually oriented criminal offenses that 
may have occurred on its campuses or involved a student as a victim or as an accused. 

5. Share general information about sexually oriented criminal offenses that may have 
occurred on its campuses or involved a as a victim or an accused to improve campus 
safety. 

6. Develop and support policies and procedures to establish and maintain the 
communication between all signatories to this MOU. 

-IhisThe Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in effect until cancelled. MOU agreemenr 
may be cancelled at any time hy any party upon written notice to the law enforcement agency 
head, local District Attorney or the RPCC chancellor. In addition, this MoU shall be reviewed 
annually by the RPCC Chancellor, The RPCC Title IX Coordinator, and the local law 
enforccmenl agency head, and the local District Attorney.
